Bai Jerbai Wadia
Bai Jerbai Wadia (1852–1926) was one of Mumbai’s most respected philanthropists and a
visionary member of the Wadia family. Deeply committed to community welfare, she
pioneered the “Baug” system - planned residential colonies that provided safe, hygienic,
and affordable housing for Parsi families in Bombay.

Beginning with Nowroz Baug in 1908, her vision led to the creation of iconic communities
such as Bai Jerbai Baug, Rustom Baug, Cusrow Baug, and Ness Baug, which became
home to thousands across Mumbai.

Her legacy also lives on through institutions like the Nowrosjee Wadia Maternity Hospital
and the Bai Jerbai Wadia Hospital for Children, reflecting her enduring commitment to
healthcare, compassion, and community service. Over a century later, her contributions
continue to shape Mumbai’s social fabric.

Bai Jerbai Baug, established in 1927, is one of Mumbai’s most cherished Parsi residential
colonies, built on the values of togetherness, culture, and shared identity.

For nearly a century, the baug has remained vibrant through festivals, cultural events,
sports, and social gatherings that continue to strengthen bonds across generations.

Movie Night for the residents to come together and enjoy a show in our lawns
with popcorn and snacks. (May 2027)
Retro Games - Saankli, Nargolio, Gilli Danda, Dodgeball, Kho-kho, inviting teams
from the 5 Wadia Baugs. (June 2027)
Parsi Natak - Showcasing Parsi culture with a natak on Khordad Sal that all our
residents and their families can enjoy. (Aug. 2027)
Picnic / Overnight Trip - Residents will be traveling together for an overnight
trip, reminiscing the past and making new memories. (Nov. 2027)
Finale Show - A culmination of all our events and activities with guests, sponsors
and our colony residents together, celebrating the centenary. (Dec. 2027)
